Discuss with children:
Talk about sheep, how they follow one
another, how the shepherd knows each one.

Tell Jesus’ story about
the Lost Sheep.

Act out the story with a game of hide and
seek, the one hiding represents the lost
sheep.

Explain that shepherds know their sheep so well they know when one is missing. In
the same way Jesus searches for us when we lose our way from him. Jesus is the
Good Shepherd, he looks after all of us. Introduce the idea that we can all look after
one another.
