DBS Training 

 

The DBS and My Church People team have received queries regarding DBS 
check levels. We understand that APCS have challenged applications, or in 
some cases, it has been difficult to ascertain what level of DBS check is 
required for certain roles. 
 
As a result we are now offering a bespoke online training session designed for 
the Church In Wales which will look at various areas within the DBS process. 
The session is interactive and is ninety minutes to two hours long, depending 
on number of questions asked during the session. 
 
We can offer daytime and evening sessions, the dates and times for the 
sessions are:

• Thursday 27th June – 12:30 – 14:30 
• Tuesday 22nd October – 18:00 – 20:00.

The Senior Church Surveyor will lead a team which will include a 
Junior/Graduate Surveyor, a DAC Secretary and a Grants and Funding

buildings.  Across both dioceses there are 380 church buildings. 46 of these 
are Grade I listed, 83 Grade II*, 114 Grade II and the remainder unlisted.
